GENERAL MEETING MINUTES

April 9, 2012

The Swansea Town Council held a General Meeting at the Swansea Municipal Building, Courtroom, 320 W. Third St, Swansea, S.C.  The general meeting at 6:30 p.m.

GENERAL MEETING 

Mayor Spires called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Mayor Spires stated that the media had been notified of tonight’s meeting and agenda had been posted at the town hall and the police department.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present.  Mayor Spires requested Councilman Davis lead Council in prayer. 

Mayor Spires called for the approval of the minutes of the March 12, 2012, General Meeting.  Councilman Sanders made a motion to accept the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Davis and passed by unanimous vote.  
  
The Mayor opened the floor for Mayor and Council member's Reports: 

Mayor Spires updated Council on activities attended and upcoming activities.  The Mayor stated he had participated in the New Pleasant Hill Baptist Church walk and delivered Meals-On-Wheels on Mayor’s Day.  Mayor Spires reminded Council and the citizens of the 100th anniversary of Good Sheppard Lutheran Church and the ground breaking for the Swansea Senior Center.  The Mayor also stated he is still searching for old pictures of Swansea.  Mayor Spires reminded everyone of the One on One with the Mayor, April 17th from 5:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. 

Councilman Martin invited Council and the citizens to 100th anniversary of Good Sheppard Lutheran Church. 

Councilman Davis thanked everyone that participated in the walk for New Pleasant Hill Baptist Church.  Councilman Davis also thanked the Swansea Police Department for their assistance during the walk. 

Councilman Sanders spoke concerning the ground breaking at the Swansea Senior Center, legal services, and an upcoming event at Pine Island that would be recognizing volunteers in the community and state. 


Water & Sewer Report:  Mr. Rick Bryan, Water and Sewer Director, gave the monthly report for water and sewer activities. Mr. Bryan stated that the department had completed the annual valve exercise program for 2012.  Mr. Bryan has attended GIS training and is working on GIS mapping updates.  Mr. Bryan stated the town had received the second debt set off payment totaling 2,400.00.  Mr. Bryan is reviewing outside collection companies.  Councilman Sanders inquired how did Mr. Bryan feel about the set off debt program.  Mr. Bryan stated the changes in policies have reduced the amounts of write offs.  Councilman Sanders wanted to know about the water deposits and helping customers.  Mr. Bryan explained the town charged $260.00 for the deposit and set up fee to help recover the cost of losses from customers leaving and not paying their bills.  The town staff tries to assist customers whenever it is possible. 

   
Street Maintenance Report:  Mr. Carlton Moore gave the street maintenance report.  Mr. Moore reported on the tonnage of limbs and leaves delivered to the landfill during the month and other activities of the department.  


Police Report:  Chief Hayes gave the monthly stats for the police department.  Chief Hayes 
stated the number of tickets, accidents, warrants served, reports taken, and arrest made by the Police Department.  Chief Hayes also reported on check points, counterfeit checks and counterfeit cash being passed in the town.  Chief also reported on assisting other agencies with drug cases and assisting with Special Olympic Walk. 


Open Forum:  Rochelle Roos spoke concerning a special water meter used to measure water used for landscaping or pool usage.  Ms. Roos wanted to know if it was available.  Ms. Roos also thanked Council for moving open forum to later in the meeting.  Ms. Roos inquired why the citizens did not attend the meetings. 
  
  
Executive Session:  Mayor Spires stated that the Council had an executive session items concerning personnel and legal matters.  Council made a motion to enter into executive session.  Council made a motion to resume the general meeting.  No actions or votes were taken in executive session.  No actions were taken in the general meeting.
